The have problem
· ‘Have’ is a primary verb: it can be used either as a main verb or as an auxiliary verb.
· It is used as a main verb meaning ‘own’ or ‘possess’ with the auxiliary  to do. 

1. Do you have a pen? [formal]

Answers:
Yes, I do  or  No, I don’t.
· The ‘got’ complication:
The use of ‘got’ is more often used in informal spoken English but is considered less appropriate in writing:-

Have you got a pen? I’ve got three. / Yes, I have. / No, I haven’t. [Not Yes, I do. /No, I don’t.]

· ‘Have’ as a main verb involving meals, talking, washing, relaxing, disagreeing use ‘do’ and ‘does’ in present simple questions and negatives/ ‘did’ in past simple questions and negatives:-

Do you have [take] sugar with your tea? Yes, I do. /No, I don’t.

We don’t have eggs for breakfast.
Do you have [take] a shower in the mornings? Yes, I do. /No, I don’t.

We didn’t have a long conversation.
Did you have an argument with him? Yes, I did. /No, I didn’t.

Did you have a good holiday? Yes, I did. /No, I didn’t.
