SPEAKING AND LISTENING STEP 1/STEP 2 14/2/13
This is not an exact script but needs to follow a similar pattern:

(T=Teacher)

T: Hello, my name’s… What’s your name?

T: What’s this? (Point to an object in the room eg chair)

Continue this with a range of simple objects.

T: Give me the book please. Thank you. Open the book. Now close it.

T: What are these? (Put a range of pens on the desk)

T: What colour is this pen? And this one?

T: How many pens are on the table?

Use the pictures of colours and objects on p106 to discuss colours and names of objects eg What colour is the umbrella? Point to the credit card. Show me the mobile phone.

Work on: (use objects to help)
in, on, under, next to, between
Keep working on this until it is secure. Put the words in vocab books.
Parts of the body: make sure eyes, nose, ears, mouth, legs and arms are securely known. Complete and label the diagram to put in folders.

Clothes: T: describe your clothes eg I am wearing blue jeans and a red jumper. And you? What are you wearing?

E2

Read the E2 syllabus to the Students. 
Introduce Task 1 Exchange of personal info: ask SS about their daily routine and encourage them to respond to me. Maintain the interaction. Encourage words like ‘in the morning’, ‘next’, ‘after’. 

Tell me about your day… 

Group Discussion

Remind SS about turn-taking, listening and body language as well as speaking.
Question: What do you like about living in Britain? Why? What don’t you like? Why?

Task 2
Explain about Task 2 and encourage the SS to be able to give descriptions, state facts and use past tense verbs. This is not to be written and read.

HW: each SS to prepare to speak for two minutes on a recent past activity. 

Demonstrate to them and show what might be acceptable notes about the activity that could be brought in.
Encourage SS to look at the examples on the website.
